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About”Mt.Nantai”
Mt. Nantai, one of the 100 Famous Japanese Moun-
tains, is a beautiful stratovolcanic mountain that
rises 2,486 meters up from the north shore of Lake
Chuzenji, in Nikko National Park. The bowl-shaped
crater at the summit is about 100 meters in diameter
and 200 meters deep. Lake Chuzenji, the Kegon Falls,
and Senjogahara Marshland were all formed by
volcanic activity from Mt. Nantai. It has also long
been a focus of mountain worship, and it is said that
the first person to summit Mt. Nantai was Buddhist
monk Shodo Shonin, in the snowy March of 782.
